introduction	approx. 1 minute
	• Declare the topic
		Make it clear what truth you’re going to discuss.
			i.e. trust, confidence, motivation, humility, etc.
Story		approx.. 2-3 minutes
	• Relevant
		Share a story that clearly illustrates the topic
		Stories that are personal, sport related or topic specific are best.
	• Brief
		Be direct, simple and short
		Share only specific details that the audience needs to know.
Connection	approx. 1-2 minutes
	• Tie it together
		Clearly explain how this topic relates to the team and their competition today
			Define any words if necessary
	• Scripture
		Share a relevant passage from the Bible
		Briefly explain it. The shorter and clearer the explanation the better.
Gospel		approx. 1-2 minutes
	• Point it back to Jesus
		Use the connection you’ve made, and the verse you shared, to point the team to 
		Jesus Christ. 
		Be specific in stating why the team needs to look to the example of, and trust in the
			work of, Jesus Christ.
		Shorter is better.  (When practicing, try to explain this in 90 seconds or less)
Conclusion	approx. 1 minute
	• Wrap it up
		In a few short sentences, make a statement or two that gives the team an ending point
		as to why the topic matters for their preparation as well as why it should lead 
		them to Jesus.
	• Pray

Essential Components every devotional should have
	• Clearly defined topic
		Focus on highlighting one topic, not six
	• Stories
		Vital to successfully making a Biblical truth practically understandable
		Best to use examples from your personal life or your sport
	• The Gospel
		Absolutely every devotional must clearly, and purposefully, lead the audience to
		the person and work of Jesus Christ.  
Remember: the ultimate goal of devotional is to connect athletes to Jesus in the context of their sport.
