Initial Questions
	• Relevant
		Ask a handful of questions that are related to the topic.
	• Practical
		Ask a handful of questions that are practical for daily life.
	These questions are designed to help you gage where everyone is at spiritually and relationally
		*To develop good questions ask yourself the following:
			1. If I was a non-Christian, how would I view this content?
			2. If I was a Christian, how would I view this content?
			3. If I was a non-Christian, what misconception might I have about this content?
			4. If I was a Christian, what misconceptions might I have about this content?
Pray/Content
	• Open in prayer
	• Content
		Share a relevant passage from the Bible/ relevant portion of study guide
		Ask questions about each verse, thought, topic or detail.
		Be sure to explain each point after it has been discussed.
		Use this time to make valuable connections from sport to Jesus by using relevant stories
			*The more you talk, the less they listen
			*Ask questions more than you give answers.
			*When you give answers/explanations be brief and practical
			*Share the specific details.  Don’t be long-winded.
		*To develop good content ask yourself the following:
			1. Is there any previously developed content I could use without re-inventing 
			wheel?
			2. What passages of Scripture illustrate this content?
			3. How do these passages of Scripture point us to the person and work of Jesus?
			4. How can these passages of Scripture be applied to everyday life?
Gospel		
	• Point it back to Jesus
		Use the connection you’ve made, and the content you shared, to point the team to 
		Jesus Christ. 
		Be specific in stating why the team needs to look to the example of, and trust in the
			work of, Jesus Christ.
		Shorter is better.  





Follow up Questions
	• Relevant
		Ask a handful of questions that are related to the topic.
	• Practical
		Ask a handful of questions that are practical for daily life.
	These questions are designed for you to help the team understand why they need look to Jesus’
		example and trust in his work of the cross. 
	These questions are also important to make the content practical for every day application.
		*To develop good questions ask yourself the following:
			1. How does this content lead me to follow the example of Jesus?
			2. How does this content lead me to trust in Jesus’ work?
			3. How would I make this content practical for my own life?
			4. How could I teach this content to others in a way that leads them to Jesus?
Conclusion	
	• Wrap it up
		In a few short sentences, make a statement or two that gives the team an ending point
		as to why the topic matters for their preparation and life as well as why it should lead 
		them to Jesus.
	• Pray
		Say a brief prayer for the team.

		Vital to successfully making a Biblical truth practically understandable
		Best to use examples from your personal life or your sport
	• The Gospel
		Absolutely every team study must clearly, and purposefully, lead the audience to
		the person and work of Jesus Christ.  
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
